-- Product has been made from carefully constructed slab of edge glued hardwoods with accents running throughout

--Product has been either painted or finished with 2 coats of poly finish to create a final product that could be offered for showcase or sale

	--Product is on the border of being too small or large for normal functioning bowl
-- Product shows hints of irregularity in the stacking or has occasional small holes as a result of improper gluing or design
-- Product has been mostly sanded and gluded carefully – may show some areas where sanding was not done with care, or glue drops not properly cleaned. 
- Product has been cut from ¼” plywood

-- Product has been painted or coated with 1 coat, attention to detail is lacking, does not appear to be a piece that could be offered for showcase or sale. 

	--Product is clearly too small in size and height to be functioning product
-- Product is barely stacked – showing extremely narrow support for layers or has large gaping holes due to poor gluing or design.   
-- Product was not sanded, glue drops present and no effort made to clean them up.  

-- Product is made from 1/8” plywood

-- No finish or paint applied to final product

	--Product is clearly too small in size to be able to be stacked
-- Product is not assembled or stacked
-- no sanding, or gluing of bowl
-- No finish or paint applied
